
Chapter 1: Statement of Environmental Policy and Commitment to Training
COMPANY NAME is interested in maintaining the confidence of the community and recognizes the sensitivities of local residents.  To comply with this ordinance and town by-laws, it is understood that the Bedford Fire Department will be immediately notified to situations such as spills, leaks, or any situation that poses a threat to public safety or the environment.  Additionally, the Board of Health and Department of Public Works will be notified as soon as possible and within two (2) hours.  The “Call Down” list (found as first page of Section 6) will be activated and Emergency Response and Cleanup Contractors contacted, as necessary, if a situation requiring emergency response occurs.

In accordance with Section 3.2 of The Control and Management of Hazardous Materials Bylaw, all personnel assigned to the management or handling of hazardous materials will receive appropriate initial training and annual refresher training that teaches and reminds as to relevant safe work practices, including required notifications and response procedures to be followed in the event of a hazardous material or hazardous waste spill, release, or accident.
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
