Revoli will only be working Monday, Tuesday and until 12:00 pm on Wednesday.
The new HDPE liner will be hydrostatically tested to ensure that there are no leaks in the pipe.

The void space between the existing force main and the new liner will be filled with grout to keep the
inner pipe in place as the pumps cycle on and off.

The crew will continue to backfill trenches no longer required for the project.

Currently, Revoli is planning to switch from the bypass to the new 18-inch force main during the night of
Sunday November 30th, which will require both the Bedford and the Hanscom pumping stations to be
shut down. Revoli will coordinate haul trucks to move the flow from the stations to the downstream
side of the project. There will be no inconvenience to the public.
